RE: Global trends and global governance
proposal for a seminar in the winter semester 2011 – 2012

The seminar will deal with the major global  trends  and with  policies and institutions that impact on,  and shape these trends. The seminar will aim to facilitate and teach access and use of primary  empirical data on the subject as they are provided by international organizations and international non – governmental organizations. That material will be discussed  and evaluated in light of  existing theories and attitudes towards globalization, and it will be used too, to gain insight into the many levels, strands, formal and informal ramifications of global governance.  
The seminar is designed for students in the later part of their studies,  immediately before their starting work on a master thesis. The maximum number of participants would be set  at 20, so as to provide to each of the participants a real opportunity to have an input  and to express his or her opinion, as a very interactive approach is being aimed at. 
Attendance would be obligatory. 
The grading of students would be based on a written seminar paper  of  20 to 25 pages; on the oral presentation of this paper;  and on the overall participation in the discussion at the seminar, 
The seminar would be held in English, so  more than a basic knowledge of the language would automatically be a pre – requisite for registration ( the seminar paper – though – and the short summaries could also be written in  German ). 
Instead of a reading list I would, at the outset,  distribute a list of web sites that can be used in accessing primary sources of information. I also will distribute via EM the bibliographies from my two most recent books on the subject
The presentations at the seminar should  be supported by power-  point  projections.
